Subject: 

Naming of Public Lane South of Davenport Road, Extending Between Ossington Avenue and Shaw Street (Ward 21 - St. Paul's) 

Purpose: 

This report recommends that the public lane located south of Davenport Road, extending between Ossington Avenue and Shaw Street, be named "Victor Jara Lane". 

Financial Implications and Impact Statement: 

There are no financial implications resulting from the adoption of this report. 

Recommendations: 

It is recommended that: 

(1) the public lane located south of Davenport Road, extending between Ossington Avenue and Shaw Street, be named “Victor Jara Lane”; and 

(2) the appropriate City Officials be authorized and directed to take the necessary action to give effect thereto. 

Background: 

We have a request from Rodrigo Barreda, Executive Director of the Salvador Allende Arts Festival for Peace, to name the public lane shown on Attachment No. 1, “Victor Jara Lane”. 

The name has been suggested as Victor Jara (1932–1973) was a popular Chilean folk music artist and a significant and important music figure of the Latin American community. Mr. Barreda has commented that there is a Chilean Cooperative Housing complex close to this alley providing a local identification with the name and this route has a small town, popular feeling that may lend itself more to the imagination and memory of a significant and important music figure of the Latin American community. 

Comments: 

The name has been circulated for comment and is acceptable to Councillor Joe Mihevc, the Toronto and East York Preservation Panel, Police and Fire Services. Emergency Medical Services have commented that there are two Victor Avenue’s in Toronto, but no Jara’s. Jara is acceptable. 

The name conforms with item 1 (e), Criteria For Name Selection, as set out in City Council’s street naming policy – “to recognize communities which contribute to the ethno-racial diversity of Toronto”. Notices to name the lane, under the Municipal Act, 2001, will be given in accordance with the notice requirement set out in Chapter 162-3A of the City of Toronto Municipal Code. The cost of the street name signs will be accommodated within the Transportation Services 2006 operating budget. 

Conclusions: 

The proposed name “Victor Jara Lane” is consistent with the City of Toronto Street Naming Policy approved by City Council at its meeting held on August 1, 2, 3 and 4, 2000 (Clause 9, Report 15 of the Works Committee) and should therefore be approved for identifying the public lane.
