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Introduction

The Latin American Canadian Art projects is pleased to announce a new scholarship to honour the legacy of painter Osvaldo Reyes. 

The Osvaldo Reyes Scholarship recognizes extraordinary artistic and academic achievements by a grade 12 high school student of Latin American descent wishing to continue post-secondary studies in the Visual Arts. The scholarship is awarded by LACAP based on individual applications. 

The recipient is invited to a special event to celebrate her/his success. The winner will receive a certificate of recognition and a monetary gift. Our 2008 scholarship will be given on a one time basis only to a student who has been accepted into or is in the process of applying to a post-secondary degree/diploma program in the Visual Arts.


Osvaldo Reyes

Osvaldo Reyes, 1919-2007, was one of the most well-known painters and academics within Toronto’s Latin American community. Reyes studied in the School of Fine Arts and in the Institute of Education of the University of Chile. The Mexican Government awarded Reyes a scholarship in 1949 to continue his studies in Mural Art.  He studied under the tutelage of masters such as David Alfaro Siqueiros, Diego Rivera, Federico Cantu, Francisco de la Maza, Jose Gutierrez and Raul Anguiano. He also studied in the School of Fine Arts of the Autonomous University of Mexico, created by Diego Rivera. During this period he was assistant to the Chilean poet Gabriela Mistral (Nobel Prize of Literature), who also influenced Reyes’ work. Born into a very modest family, Reyes became a member of a generation of artists interested in social realism and one of the most influential mentors of Chile’s muralist movement of the 1960s.

The Osvaldo Reyes Scholarship is made possible by the work and generous donations of LACAP members. 

Eligibility

· Open to all full-time high school student of Latin American descent, including but not limited to descendants of indigenous nations, Brazil, Mexico, Central American nations, the Caribbean and South America  

· Self-nominations only

· Must have be accepted into or be in the process of applying to continue studies at a post-secondary level in the Visual Arts.

The Process

· Nominations accepted until Friday, July 31, 2009
· A selection panel will review all applications. The panel will be comprised of five volunteers that include: two visual artists, one member of the Reyes family, one member of LACAP’s Board of Directors and one high school art teacher. The panel will be facilitated by             one non-voting LACAP member  

· Only fully completed applications will be considered by the selection panel; the panel may disallow those that do not meet minimum criteria

· All information provided will be verified 

· LACAP reserves the right to use all information provided to further promote the work             of LACAP

· Successful applicants will receive a letter by Friday, September 4, 2009.

· Unsuccessful applicants will be informed via email.
